What is Physical Education, School

Sport and Physical Acftivitye

Physical Education

is about what takes place in
school curriculum

timetabled time and which is
delivered to you all.

This involves both ‘learning to
move’

(i.,e. becoming more physically
competent)

and ‘moving to learn’.

School Sport

is the structured learning that
takes place beyond the
curriculum.

This is sometimes referred to as
out-of-school-hours learning.

Again, the context for the learning
is physical activity.

Physical Activity

is a broad term referring to all
bodily movement that uses
energy.

It includes all forms of physical
education, sports and dance
activities.
